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Children will continue to develop their
skimming and scanning skills alongside

answering more inferences questions to
prove their points of view. 

Some of the texts we will be reading  are-
The Raven by Edgar Allen Poe, Mermaid
(Folklore) and Ultimate Mapping Guide.

Measurement: Converting units of
measure. 

Ratio and Algebra.

There will also be fluency practises daily
to keep all Maths areas covered so far

fresh. 

LIGHT- children will explore how light
travels and how to manipulate it around

corners.
 Children will also investigate how light

travels into our eyes so we can see. 

Children will then investigate light
pollution and how it impacts the

environment.

Writing will focus on the book-
Shackleton’s Journey. 
We will be creating  a persuasive letter
applying for a job on his ships report. We
will develop our skills on formal language,
passive voice and use of parenthesis.

Following on from this, we will explore
non-chronological reports and write our
own based on Shackleton’s ship. 

Geography- children will challenge themselves

to learn more United Kingdom counties each

week. They will also develop an understanding of

Topographical Maps.

Art- Learning about artists who create lino prints

and creating some landscape lino prints of our

own.

Music- We will be exploring how music is used in

films to create varied atmospheres. 

PSHE- Dreams and Goals. Children will explore

how to stay motivated when faced with

challenges and ways to help make a difference

RE- exploring art and buildings used for religious

purposes and reasons for them.  
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
